Twenty one years ago the mission statement of
Streetstyle Promotions, the first New Wave VW
events promoter, was to create an event where

VW Action has always been at the forefront of Show
‘N’ Shine/Concours events. For many years Action
has been a leader, not a follower. A few years ago,
the show broke with the tradition of a class based
structure, for one simple, very good reason. Too
many great cars were leaving without a trophy,
especially in the most hotly contested classes. The
‘Top Twenty’ format at Action has now been taken
up by many other shows, as it is the means by
which the greatest number of deserving cars are
rewarded with a trophy.

The scale of the VW Action show and shine
however, means that there are separate ‘top twenty’
prizewinners for Air Cooled and Water Cooled cars.
The Show ‘N’ Shine Concours takes place on
Sunday, with Saturday being reserved for the ‘EDV’
(Every Day Vehicle), a trailer queen free zone,
exclusively for cars which see regular use on the
road. None of the show car competitions at VW
Action have an entry charge, so if your car attracts
admiring glances, be sure to enter in the appropriate
free Show ‘N’ Shine competition.

Saturday Morning Assembly - 2.45pm return

This will be the tenth Everyday Vehicle Show ‘N’
Shine competition. The number and quality of
entrants has increased to the point that we have
chosen to increase the number of trophies to 20,
offering 10 for WATER COOLED vehicles and 10
for AIR COOLED.

(No VWs will be harmed in the
presentation of this spectacle.)  For the
technophiles, The Podzilla Monster Truck is a
Chevrolet CK1500 body, powered by a methanol
guzzling supercharged 502 cubic inch (8.2 litre)
Chevrolet V8 developing 1350 horsepower. He
weighs in at around 10,000 pounds.

FIREFORCE JET CAR
The awesome ‘Fireforce 3 Jet Funny Car’, clocked
a 5.793 second run at 336.10mph when setting
the world record. And if anyone is going to better
those numbers it will probably be the Fireforce
team themselves. Could it be at VW Action?

DRAGSTRIP ACTION
Last year we saw VW Action truly live up to its name,
with over 15 cars from Das Autobahn Scrapers,
and a large field of extremely quick race and street
VWs. This year VW Action is introducing a few
innovations, doing things a little differently. As the
event - whilst featuring many race cars - is not run
as an official round of any drag racing club
championship, from 2008, all cars running under
13 seconds will be recorded for posterity as joining
the appropriate VW Action ‘speed club’. Backed up
12.99 to 12.00 gains automatic entry into the ’12
second club’, and a 12 second club trophy (A VW
Action ‘Oscar’ engraved “12 SECOND CLUB”).
11.99 to 11.00, 10.99 to 10.00, and 9.99 to 9.00
similarly have their respective clubs, all of which
have trophies for every new member, and all of
which will be recorded on the VW Action website.
Entry into these exclusive clubs is automatic and
free on the production of two timing tickets with
1% of each other. We are looking to induct
members into every one of these clubs during the
weekend.

VW Action 2008 also features an awesome array
of the very fastest demo cars the sport has to offer.
This has been made possible by the fact that VW
Action is the week before the ‘FIA European Finals’,
and a number of cars have taken the opportunity
to get some testing in before they race in earnest
the following weekend. There will be Top Fuel cars
from across Europe, capable of running the quarter-
mile in less than 5 seconds and speeds in excess
of 300mph. You will also be able to check out the
Scandinavian Pro Stockers, the fastest
‘doorslammers’ around, and many other ‘demo’
drag racers, testing for the FIA Eupopean Finals.

RUN WHAT YOU BRUNG
Throughout Sunday you will be able to test and
tune your own car on the dragstrip, during the ‘Run
What You Brung’ (RWYB) sessions, just remember
to bring your driving licence. There is an additional
‘signing on’ fee to take part in this activity.



OFF-ROAD ACTION
The off-road course is in the same area as it was
for the early Bug Jam events.

The area will be operating when marshalled by
members of the BAJACLUB.CO.UK during the
daytime, and will be available for public use, but
only in suitably constructed vehicles, bajas,
buggies, rails etc and VW-only. Driving Licence
and signature on a disclaimer will be required.

This will take the form of single cars performing time
trials with trophies for the quickest in each class.
